WHY POLITICS MATTER

It can be tempting sometimes to try to go 

about the workday and forget about politics, 

but the reality of being an educator in Florida 

is that politics impacts every aspect of the 

work we do.

To make sure their voice is heard at election 

time, FEA members vote early, vote by mail 

and make sure to stay educated on the issues 

that impact them.

1. Make sure you are registered to vote 

and that you don’t miss the crucial elec-

tion deadlines below! 

2. Vote early or vote-by-mail by planning 

ahead. Voting by mail has always been 

safe, convenient and easy. It allows you 

to take your time and research the can-

didates and issues on each ballot. (Note: 

Requests to vote by mail are valid for 

one election cycle. Visit FEAweb.org/
elections to learn how you can check 

your status.)
