Orders & reorders submitted after August 1are not eligible for customized covers.

CUSTOMIZEABLE COVERS:
A. Front cover (local union name, large)

B. Back cover (local union contact info)

C. Inside front/back covers: CUSTOMIZED local union content. Some suggested ideas:
Welcome letter , important local contact info & dates, building reps, changes to the con-
tract, any other important info about the local union, photo collage etc.).

INSIDE FRONT AND INSIDE BACK
